The MTBF concept for software is open to criticism. Explain why?
SOLUTION
MTBF (mean-time-between-failure) is a simple measure of reliability.

MTBF = MTTF + MITR

Where,

MTTF stands for Mean-Time-To-Failure and

MTTR for Mean-Time-To-Repair
MTBF is related to the mean times. The concept of MTBF is open to criticism because of various reasons. Its measures are based on CPU time, not wall clock time. One of the reasons is it can be problematic for two reasons. 
They are

1.
It projects a time span between failures, but does not provide us with a projected failure rate, and

2.
MTBF can be misinterpreted to mean average life span even though this is not what it implies.
