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There are numerous strategies that instructors use to promote higher-order skills among students in the secondary classroom. One of the strategies is to connect concepts. In this case, instructors need to lead students to ensure that they link various concepts together and make meaningful deductions from such concepts (Sulaiman et al., 2017). Another way is by teaching students to make inferences (Sulaiman et al., 2017). It means giving them real-life examples of various scenarios and giving them a chance to analyze such situations and make concrete solutions. It is also important to encourage creative thinking. In the modern world, numerous challenges require critical thinkers to develop solutions. Therefore, it is important to prepare the students early in advance for the challenges that they might face in the future and trigger their minds to develop solutions for such problems. Critical thinking is essential in ensuring that the students develop inquiry skills and problem-solving skills.
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
