Three Topics of interest: real estate, globalization, and the Chinese economy. 

Real Estate
In the world, real estate investors often consider numerous variables driving the investments in the industry, including the price, location, condition, market timing, and terms. Some variables are unchangeable in real estate, such as terms, price, and condition, however location always remains the same. The real estate investor can use expertise and experience to increase real estate investment value by capitalizing on the property's price, condition, and price. Value-added properties enable negotiation based on terms and price, where physical characteristics of the property can be improved to increase value, or generate more rental income. Although location is unchangeable in real estate, it is an important variable when investors acquire real estate property. Location is a significant factor, it affects price appreciation in the long-term factor, and investors are often cautious on where to acquire real estate properties (ARES, n.d.).  
On the other hand, market timing is vital in real estate investment. It determines the entry and exit of real estate investments.  By spending a considerable amount of time and resources, real estate investors can maximize the property's profits in the long run.  Due to short-term real estate bubbles that exist, caused by rent, and mortgage,  investors should critically consider market timing to invest accordingly. For example, purchasing rental houses situated on the lower socio-economic vicinities increases the likelihood of huge cash flows, particularly when acquired at the downward bottom (ARES, n.d.).
Globalization
Globalization is driven by several political, economic, technological, and social variables. Economic factors affecting globalization include investment barriers and lower trade. Financial market expansion plays a crucial role through the unification and integration of global financial markets through deregulation and financial liberation. Liberalization of capital account eliminates rigid regulations and rules in third world countries that have the potential to advance the flow of money. Political variables include government policies enacted to facilitate commerce and trade. They mainly influence the flow of capital and finance in globalization.  Favorable policies has seen a tremendous increase in globalization in the past few decades, contributed by emerging economies (Naz & Ahmad, 2018).
Technology plays a crucial role in expediting the globalization process.   It is globalization’s driving force and major facilitator. It improves reproduction and standardizing products through global technological connectivity. The advancement of technology has improved internet economies experienced worldwide, which has enabled interpersonal relationships.  Likewise, cultural convergence brought by social factors has increasingly fueled globalization. This has significantly reduced communication and transportation costs, shrinking the world to a global village market. Standardized services and brands are now used worldwide by societies and individuals by taking advantage of the reduced cost of communication and transportation (Naz & Ahmad, 2018).
The Chinese Economy

The Chinese economy Is driven by both dependable and indispensable variables. Economic growth (GPD) is the dependable variable in the Chinese economy. The GPD per capita is often accumulated for seven years; this is to avoid the unrealistic surge of irregular occurrences affecting only one or two years. Independent variables affecting the Chinese economy include investments, savings, population growth, health care, and education. For the last decade, Chinese investments have been extremely large for both public and private assets. Likewise, Chinese Foreign Direct Investment (FDI) in developing countries is among the largest in the world(Assbring, 2012). 
Although China invests a lot, its citizens also save a larger portion of their income.  Chinese people save a lot due to the lack of schemes that provides support for education, health care, retirement.  Likewise, people save in china due to insecure capital markets, making bank saving more reliable. The population growth is the largest in the world, with over 1.3 billion people. The population is affected by the one-child policy, and it could be more than 1.6 billion inhabitants. Likewise, there is a huge floating population of undocumented people illegally working outside their territory. Health care services in China are faced with numerous challenges, making private health care extremely expensive for the population. Additionally, there are inequalities in education systems in China, which increases education demand, and cost (Assbring, 2012).
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
